'The name of Hill's current newspaper,
The Torch Relit, the name comes from the first
Hill newspaper. The first issue of the newspaper
was calledp Tﬁe Torch, and was published until
the year 1969. It was very popular throughout
the school. 36 years later, Hill “relit” The Torch,
hence the name The Torch Relit. The Torch was
a fun-filled informative newspaper like Hill’s
current issues.

Many things in The Torch newspaper
are similar to T{le Torch Relit. For instance, the
articles were written and published by students.
Also, many of the topics were similar to what
they are now. The most written about top-
ics were sports and after school activities.

The Torch was full of all kinds of sports articles
and random facts. Back in the day ?‘Iill’s sports
varied from bowling to badminton. Sports that
Hill students participated in were skiing, flag
football, baseball, voﬁeyball, basketball, track
and field, bowling, badminton, golf, tennis,
kickball, wrestling, ping-pong, and swimming.
Instead of

playing against other schools, it was classroom
verses classroom. Sports at Hill, 50 years ago,
were very important to the students, making it
a top priority to write about. When Hill’s
journalism students were not writing about
sports, they wrote about other school-related
activities. Whenever there was a guest speaker
at Hill, The Torch made sure to write an article
about that person and the event. Every field
trip was sure to get on the front page of the
latest issue. The %‘orch wasn't just a boring old
newspaper, it was a way to communicate with
the students and fill them

in on what

they had

missed.

laptops, offset printing presses were the to
frint a paper or article and have it look neat.

n 1956 Hill bought two of these presses. Even
fifty years ago this method was much much
faster than regular printers are today, which is
the reason they are still used today. At the time
each black anc{ white offset printing press cost
about $2,000, or about 20,000 dollars today.
Each student’s article for The Torch had to be
written multiple times for each draft. After
that, each word had to be etched onto a big
slat of wood. Each page of The Torch had to be
error-free before it could be etched and printed.
When it came to putting a newspaper together,
everything had to be perfect. One mistake on
the page and the whole page had to be re-
etched.

Some things have changed, but Hill’s spirit
hasn’t. Since 1957, The %‘orch and The "Forch
Relit have written about Hill’s vast amount of
prosperity, positive attitudes, and high spirits.

A Promethean Board is a big white board
that looks like a regular white board and con-
nects to the teacher’s computer. A Promethean
pen is how the board is controlled. On the Pro-
methean Board teachers and students can write
notes, click on items with the Promethean pen
and pretty much do anything people do on a
computer screen.

Mrs. MacCormack is very excited
about the Promethean Board or a “Smart Board”
as she calls it. Mrs. MacCormack thinks it will
be good to have a Promethean Board in her
classroom because she wants her students to in-
teract with the lesson. She also wants to use the
Promethean Board to put some animation on it
so students can see what she is teaching instead
